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1. General Information on Site Inspection Visit

EDSO carried out this site inspection visit on 11" - 13" December 2009. The reason for this
inspection to carried out at the earliest, following the collapse of Latvian event due to economic
recession.

The reason for EDSO had given SGSV-FSSS for first opportunity is that they were the second
bidder to host the event in the previous EDSO Congress at Baden, Austria.

SGSV-FSSS had effectively put a lot work into making the event possible, since EDSO had hand
over to SGSV-FSSS on October 2009.

The Schweizerischer Gehoslosen Sportverband, Federation Sportive de Sourds de Suisse,
Federazione Sportiva dei Sordi della Svizzera (SGSV-FSSS), including Daniel Cuennet, Roman
Pechous, Marcel Spiller and Roli Brunner had assist EDSO during the inspection.

Winterthur is situated in east of Zurich in some distance of 20km, the nearest airport is Zurich
Airport, which 20 minutes drive on a good day via motorway. There is a regular rail service to the
airport and to Zurich. Approximate 20 minutes by train from Zurich.

Population of Winterthur is approximate 100 000 people.

There are fair numbers of hotels in Winterthur, very few with at least 4 stars, most hotel are
mainly 3 stars.

During the inspection of the Sports Halls, there were some Handball matches taken place in both

halls, so this report will give the general ideas of what facilities they will provide during the
Tournament.

2. Sports Halls and Training Facilities

The Sports Halls are at Eulach Hallen is situated just west of Winterthur Town Centre, and it is
only less than 1000 m from Railway station, so there will be choice for teams to use Coach or
walk for less than 20 minutes at leisurely pace.
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There are 2 main halls; all 3 pitches in both halls have met the requirement set by FIFA Futsal
2008.
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Hall No. 1 (Halle 1)

It had only got 1 futsal pitch with 900 permanent seating surround the pitch with electronic
scoreboard. Very good lighting. Flooring is made in acrylic

This hall is commonly use for professional handball, so it would consider that the hall will be use
for opening and closing ceremony and also to be consider to use for quarter finals, semi finals

and finals.
